Obsydian DB2/400 Import for V2.20.


The shipped version of DB2/400 Import creates an import file with first line formatted incorrectly.


This has been fixed and a new version of the program will be made available as soon as possible.


In the meantime there is a simple workaround which will allow the data model to be imported into Obsydian.





This involves editing the import file in the shared folder on the AS/400 or on the PC after it has been downloaded.





The changes involve the insertion of one constant in the line, and the addition of eight constants at the end of the line.





The line from a file created by DB2/400 V2.20 will look something like:





RcdCnt<TtlRcd><220><0><0><MdlLib><IMPSYS><400ImpFile>





The parts underlined and in red have variable date in them and will change with each import. The other parts are constants.





You need to add a new constant after the version number constant (<220>). Insert <K>. That part of the line should now look like:





<220><K><0>





Then add the following to the end of the line:





<OBASE><*WIN><0><0><0><0><0><0>





The complete line should look something like:





RcdCnt<TtlRcd><220><K><0><0><MdlLib><IMPSYS><400ImpFile><OBASE><*WIN><0><0><0><0><0><0>





Save and close the file and run the import option from Obsydian.





You will need to do the above each time you create an import file on the AS/400.
